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1.SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

& WARNING!

« Do not operate the appliance if it is visibly damaged.

« Do not block the gaps of the fridge with things like pin, wire, etc.

« Do not expose the appliance to rain or soak it in water.

« Do not place the appliance near naked flames or other heat sources (heaters, direct sunlight,
gas ovens etc.)

« Do not store any explosive substances like spray cans with a flammable propellant.

« Ensure the supply cord is dry and not trapped or damaged. Do not locate multiple portable
socket-outlets or portable power supplies at the rear of the appliance.

4. INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Precautions before installation: Ensure that the fridge is not damaged when opening
the package after receiving the product. Any transportation damage could be reported to the
place of purchase. Handle the product with the utmost care and attention.

STEP 1: Prepare the cabinet. Leave space around the refrigerator to keep good ventilation.
(the back and top=50mm, the side =20mm). Always keep the fridge on a horizontal surface
and away from heat sources.



AL There should be a minimum of 50mm of space at the rear and
top of the refrigerator and 20mm on each side.

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STEP 2: Connect to a power supply. Connect the refrigerator to the vehicle 12/24V DC system
directly ( *Note: The plug and power-supply cord are not included in the standard configuration).
Do not locate multiple portable socket-outlets or power supplies at the rear of the device.
STEP 3: Push the fridge into the cabinet carefully to avoid scratching the floor, and the
power cable should be kept loosen.

STEP 4: Fix the refrigerator. There are three methods you can choose:

—Method 1: Mount the fridge with the cabinet wall. The screw holders ®@®® is built in
the side wall of the refrigerator, a hole needs to be drilled through the screw holders into the
side metal panel with screws (M5, 15mm minimal) and fix it on the wall; after that, use the
screw cover to cover the hole. (If the refrigerator needs to be drilled through, it should be
confirmed before leaving the factory. The screws are not included with the refrigerator.)

STEP 6: Verify the installation. Once the installation had been finished, check the continuity
of the earth circuit and carry out all electrical safety testing provided for by current regulations.
Protect and fix the cables in order to prevent accidental pulling of the cable from disconnecting
it from the connections or coming into contact with hot parts with a temperature above 50° C
or with sharp parts.



5.REVERSE DOOR OPEN DIRECTION

Reversible door that can be opened from left to right or from right to left. Follow the steps
below if necessary :

1.Unscrew the bottom hinge and take off the door body (keep the fridge stable);
2.Unscrew and take off the door latch, and install it into the other side;

3.Move the top and bottom door axle to the other side, and install the door to the
refrigerator; fasten the top and bottom door axles with the top and bottom hinges;

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6.FUNCTION AND OPERATION

« Power supply: connect to DC 12V/24V or AC 100~240V(using dedicated adapter).

« Display Screen Initialization: when the fridge is powered on, the buzzer will make a long
beep, and the display will be on for two seconds then enter the standby mode.

« Power ONJOFF: press () to switch ON, long press () for three seconds to switch OFF.

« Night mode: under running state, long press O for 3 seconds to enter Night mode, the
screen will turn off and the night light will be on. Short press (@) again to return to normal
display.

» Temperature Setting: under the running state, long press 4 and 2 at the same time for
three seconds to switch ON/OFF the small compartment, long press — and X at the same
time for three seconds to switch ON/OFF the large compartment, two compartments cannot
be switched OFF at the same time.

When both left and right compartments are set in running state, press 4 or — to enter small
compartment temperature setting, press to increase temperature, press— to decrease
temperature, and press £} to switch small/large compartment. The setting will be saved after
stop operating for 3 seconds. Note: the temperature displayed is the current temperature of
the compartments, it’ ll take a while to reach the set temperature.

Temperature setting range: -20~20°C (-4~68°F).

« Cooling Mode: under the running state, press{} to switch HH(fast cooling) and ECO
(Energy saving Mode).(*Factory setting is MAX.)

- Battery Protection Mode: under the running state, long press £} for 3 seconds until the left
screen flashes, then press £} again to switch High, Medium and Low (*Factory setting is High).

7.CARE AND MAINTENANCE

ECleaning:

+ Unplug the device first to avoid electric shock.

+ Use wet cloth to clean the device and dry it.

» Remove the cover and drain from the hole at the bottom of the device.
+ Do not soak the device in water and do not wash it directly.

+ Do not use abrasive cleaning agents as these can damage the device.

B Storage:

If the device will not be in use for a long time, please follow the steps:
« Turn off the power and remove the plug.
« Remove all the items stored in the device.
» Remove the cover and drain from the hole,
wipe off excess water with a soft rag.
« Put the device in a cool and dry place.

EDefrosting:

Humidity can form frost in the interior of the cooling device or on the evaporator, which
will affect the cooling performance. Defrost the device regularly to avoid this.

« Switch off the device.

» Take out the contents of the device.

« Remove the cover and drain from the hole.

« Keep the door open.

« Wipe off the defrosted water.

Never use hard or sharp tools to remove ice or to loosen objects which have
frozen in place.



8.TROUBLESHOOTING

If the code shows again, contact manufacturer for service.

Code F3 displayed

« Possible cause: the compressor starts too frequently.
Disconnect power to fridge for 5 minutes & re-start.
If the code shows again, contact manufacturer for service.

Code F4 displayed

« Possible cause: compressor not kicking in.
Disconnect power to fridge for 5 minutes & re-start.
If the code shows again, contact manufacturer for service.

Code F5displayed

« Possible cause: overheating of the compressor & electronics.
Disconnect power to fridge for 5 minutes & re-start.
If the code shows again, contact manufacturer for service.

Code F6 displayed

« Possible cause: no parameter can be detected by the controller.
Disconnect power to fridge for 5 minutes & re-start.
If the code shows again, contact manufacturer for service.

Code F7 or F8 displayed

« Possible cause: temperature sensor is faulty.
Contact manufacturer for service.




9.WARRANTY

If the device gets malfunctional, the compressor limited warranty will be provided for 3 year

from the date of purchase, except following situations:

» Contrived damage.

« Damage caused by force majeure such as earthquake, conflagration, etc.
« Damage from inappropriate use or violating this instruction.

« Damage or malfunction caused by disassembling.
